Every now and then, when we pull out that super size candy bar to jump-start some thinking and dis-

cussion among our tired confirmation students, we see their eyes light up. It is surprising how much  

information is actually readily available when prompted with sweets! For adults, and for kids for that 

matter, our thoughts and reflections about the empty cross are our permanent prompting to think of the 

resurrected Christ! That is a thought that we donôt have to buy or unwrap. The fact that Jesus died a 

horrific death is bitter, but the fact that the cross is empty is sweet!  

We are reminded a lot by the Apostle Paul throughout Romans, Corinthians, Philippians and Galatians 

that the resurrected Christ is the very basis, the foundation of all foundations, of our faith and our hope. 

Furthermore, it is where love is grounded as well. It is because we are loved so deeply by God that    

Jesus has gone before us and is with us by the Holy Spirit. Jesus came so that we might have faith, and 

our faith is fed by our encounter with Christ through the proclaiming of Godôs word. That is why your 

seat in church is also sweet! We are freed from our sin and given faith and hope by hearing Godôs word 

regularly. As a result, you can expect to be transformed by Godôs word so you can experience the 

ñactivity of faithò with an inner joy that is unmatched to anything that you have ever experienced.
