Crossways Camp Support for 2009 
 

It has been decided to support all St John members 
attending Crossways Camping experiences in 2009 by 
offering a $100 per session scholarship.  This support 
includes full week campers, ½ week campers, family 
campers and retreat campers.  The only exception to 
the amount will be in the case of camping 

experiences costing less than $250.  Then the 
support would be reduced to $50. 
 

It should also be noted that questions of financial 
hardship will be considered on a case by case basis 
for additional support.  Our goal is to assist all 
members who wish to participate in a Crossways 
experience.  The reverse is also true, however.  If you 
are blessed by not needing a scholarship, please 
consider not taking it so that we can get as many 
people to camp as possible. 
 

Finally, it has also been decided that no limitations 
will be placed on the number of experiences which 
will be supported in a year.  For example, a child can 
attend a full week of camp and his/her family can 
attend a family camp weekend and receive support 
for both. 
 

There is also support available through the church 
budget.  Contact Pat Hrdlicka and Emily DeVillers, 
Crossways Camp Ambassadors or Leslie-Ann Novitski 
and Erin DeGroot, Crossways Camp Delegates for 
more information. 
 

In 2007 the Trust Fund was asked by the 

Church Council to care for Designated Funds to 

maintain the purposes for which they were given.  

Prior to that time Designated Funds were used to 

pay general expenses.  The procedure of the Trust 

Fund was to pay all bills from these funds directly 

to each vendor and to require receipts verifying the 

validity of each payment.  To date all payments 

made by the Trust Fund have complied with the 

purposes of each respective designated fund.   

In 2009 the remaining funds will be returned 

to the church under the new Fund Accounting 

procedure and the church will again be responsible 

for their future use.

Call To Order by: Dick Vanden Heuvel 

Approval of Minutes:  January 2009 Minutes approved by Sean Day, Seconded by Mike McMullen. 

CƛƴŀƴŎƛŀƭ {ŜŎǊŜǘŀǊȅΩǎ wŜǇƻǊǘ:  

 Mike submitted a listing of past due bills totaling $5581.97 for expenses from the 2008 budget year dating as far 
back as November.  Council reviewed list and assigned some of the expenses to their specific ministry in which 
ministry specific designated funds on hand could pay for.  Mike and Dick will meet to review remaining expenses.  
Council suggested we publish our outstanding bills for 2008 in the bulletin to both communicate our situation and 
ask our congregation help through offerings. 

 The council unanimously adopted the resolution to execute the transfer of Designated Funds from the Trust Fund 
to the General Fund using the 2009 Fund Accounting procedures program.   The Trust Fund has completed this 
request as follows:   

o The council recognizes the transfer of designated funds by the Trust Fund in the amount of $2125.00 in 
February 2009 by the sale of a bond fund.  The designated  fund break out are as follows: 
Á Adult Education - $ 80 
Á Celebration and Outreach - $84 
Á Confirmation - $595 
Á Fund Raisers - $375 
Á Sunday School - $649 
Á VBS/Day Camp - $342 

 Mike presented a bank statement for a separate account for the St. John Youth with a check written in January in 
the amount of $675.00 written.  Council is unaware of the background of this account or what the check was for.  
Erin will contact Mckenzie to find out its purpose.  Aaron Day will close out the account this week. 

 

Trust Fund Report:  Did not meet.   

Pastors Report:    

 Pastor Brian brought to the counŎƛƭΩǎ attention recent concerns by John Kauth, on behalf of the Trust Fund, in 
regards to Pastors ά2009 Congregational Address Letterέ ǎŜnt out prior to the annual meeting.  John brought 
attention to Page 5; Paragraph 1 of the letter in which they are concerned it shows the άTrust Fundέ is 
incompetent in the handling of funds.  Pastors and Council agreed this was in NO WAY the intent of the letter and 
this would be communicated as such in the next newsletter, as John requested.  Motion approved by 
Erin/Seconded by Dick. 

 Crossways camp tuition will be due by March 15, 2009.  There will be about 11 students attending Confirmation 
Camp on June 28th to July 3rd.  The cost will be $350/student with the financial responsibility as follows:  Students - 
$100 St. John - $150, Trust Fund - $100 per student.  Pastor indicated there is a discount of $15/student if paid by 
March 15th.  Council recognized our current financial standings indicating we would not be able to prepay tuition 
and therefore will plan to lose the early registration discount.  

 Pastors indicated that Jeff Ryan expressed interest in joining the council and the stewardship committee at the 
annual meeting.  Motion made by Marlene to recognize Jeff on the council. Seconded by Cheryl 
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Stewardship:  

 Tom submitted an Offering Analysis for 2008 to the council: 
o 396 families/individuals listed in directory 
o 283 units that made an offering in 2008 
o 222 offerings in excess of $100 
o 95 offerings in excess of $700 
o 77 offerings in excess of $1000 
o 14 offerings in excess of $3000 
o Median offering=$460 
o Average offering = $822

Committee intends to do a spring cleaning drive to help generate additional giving to overcome budget and 

mortgage payment shortfalls. 

 Committee will review current mailing list for envelopes to make current and eliminate waste. 

 Suggestion to push automatic withdrawal as giving option. 

 Tom indicated that the loss of members during the transition is approximately $42,000. 

 Stewardship committee members (Tom, Cheryl, Jeff, Pastor Brian, and Pastor Andrea) will meet to plan future 
stewardship events. 

 Suggestion made to investigate the return of the SCRIPT program.  Grocery stores such as Festival-3%, Woodmans-
5% would be a good option.  Committee will look into this program.

 Committee made shelves for basement.
